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The documentation which accompanies this Statement comprises the necessary plans, forms, justification and
explanation of an application for planning permission to develop within approximately 169 ha of land both north and south
of Sherwood Way, between the A60 and A617 at Mansfield, for a combination of employment, housing, commercial,
leisure, educational and open space uses with associated infrastructure.

The proposal will provide up to 23 ha of land for employment
with the potential to deliver more than 1m sq ft of floorspace

and up to several thousand jobs. The development will

contribute about £100m
There will be up to 1,700 new dwellings in a mix of types and annually into the local
tenures to accommodate about 15% of Mansfield District economy

Council's new housing needs over the next 16 years.

The scheme will be laid out in a manner which will encourage travel by non-car means, with easy access on foot or by bike
to Schools, shops and jobs. Ahigh quality bus service will connect to the town centre.
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Green infrastructure will make up almost 40% of the net site
area providing opportunities for casual recreation, children's
play and formal sports.
